Like, Dislike, Love

Like
To say you like something in Spanish, use the verb ‘gustar’ - to like. This verb needs a pronoun 
to indicate who likes something, so if you are referring to something you like, add the phrase 
‘me gusta’ before the object. e.g. Me gusta el fútbol - I like football.

Practice by adding ‘I like’ to complete these sentences then read them out loud. Use the 
vocabulary list and the phonetic pronunciation guide to help you say the words 
correctly.

Dislike
To say that you dislike something add a ‘no’ before the phrase ‘to like’, e.g. No me gusta la pizza
