	Shalwar-Kameez
	An outfit worn by females in South Asia. Loose trousers (shalwar) and a tunic (kameez)

	As-salaam alaykum
	A greeting which Muslims say meaning ‘Peace be upon you’

	Refugee Camp
	A place where people who have escaped their own country can live usually in poor conditions and only expecting to stay for a short time.

	Afghanistan
	An unsafe country between central and South Asia where there is war and lots of violence. 

	Pakistan
	A country in South Asia where it is mainly safe and has the world’s second largest Muslim population.

	Ramadam
	The ninth month on the Islamic calendar when Muslims think a lot about their religion and fast between sunrise and sunset.

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Refugee
	A person who has been forced to leave their country in order to escape war or a natural disaster. 

	resettled
	The act of moving to another place to live

	Relief worker
	A person who works for a charity providing help for people in need.
