This week we are going to read a short story and have a go at planning our own story. 

Monday 1.2.21

Today we are going to start with some grammar.   Again this sounds tricky but hopefully it will be ok.   We are going to learn about ‘subordinating conjunctions’  this will be the first time children will have met this phrase, but it is not scary, it’s just about how we can use some key words to help expand our sentences so that we can write really good stories.

When you get to the section with the wheels I’d like you spin each wheel and write a sentence about the topic selected using the conjunction given.   Try 3 different sentences. 

For example 

If the wheels land on  animals    and    as  you could write...

Tuesday 2.2.21

Today I would like you to read the short story below and think carefully about the setting.  

Please read the story again and highlight any good words and phrases that you like. 

Now I would like you to write a summary of the story from memory.  This is not a retelling of the whole story, just a paragraph to explain what the story is about and what happens. You may want to try this verbally first by telling someone in your family what the story is about.

Did you spot any of these in the text?  Do you know what these words mean?  Can you discuss them with an adult?  Can you remember them and maybe use them in your story?

  
Wednesday 3.2.21

Today we are going to look at the structure of the caravan story and use that as a basis for writing our own story.   This is what we call a warning story.  The adult gives a warning, the characters ignore it, end up in bad situation, then problem gets sorted, and an apology given to the adult.

Look at the breakdown of the story. 

Now look at how this could be just a general story.  

This is how you will plan your own warning story.   I’d like you to think about different settings that could be a bit dangerous, where the adult might tell the children not to go.  For example, an old school, an old church, an old cabin and so on.   You could do this as a little spider diagram.  

When you have decided on your setting, then I’d like you to fill in the stable below with your ideas.  This will be the plan for writing your own story. 

Friday 3.2.21

Today I’d like you to make your story plan into a storyboard.  This is a bit like a comic strip - a simple version of your story that you will use to help you write your own. 

I’ve attached a story board sheet below, you will need two sheets to do all of the sections.  If you don’t have a printer, you can easily fold plain paper into 4 and use a ruler and pencil to add the boxes and lines.
