English - Monday 18th January 

Today we are going to be thinking about writing a set of instructions for How to Trap the Iron Man.  
Look back at Chapter 2.  What did the farmers do to trap the Iron Man?   Can you make a simple bullet point list of the actions they took?

For example:
Dig deep hole.
Push earth to one side.
Cover hole with branches…

Now number all of your events.  Then think about a list of equipment the farmers needed.  

Now when you begin to write your instructions; instructions need some special features.  

First of all you need a clear title 

How to ….

Then you need an introduction, you could start this with a rhetorical question to the reader.  
Eg
Is the thought of the Iron Man keeping you awake at night?  Do you wish the Iron Man would stop terrifying the people of this country?

Then use a little encouragement or persuasion to get the reader to read and follow your instructions.

Eg
Then follow these instructions to help you trap the Iron Man forever.  

Then list the equipment in a bullet point list.

You Will Need: 

Now you are ready to write each step.  

Each step should be numbered,  begin with a time connective - like Then, Next, After that, 

You could include adverbs to tell the reader how to do that step - carefully, quickly, quietly,

You need an imperative verb to tell the reader exactly what to do (These are sometimes called bossy verbs)

For example,

4.  Next, carefully cover the hole with branches (any type will do).  Scatter them in all directions, so that they form a lid over the pit and make the hole less obvious.  

Here you can see the time connective, adverb and  imperative verb




Use this checklist to see if you have included all the features of instructions.  

Here is an example of a set of instructions with the features explained if that helps. 

Tuesday 19th January 

The title of Chapter 3 is ‘What’s to be done with the Iron Man?’

What do you think should happen to the Iron Man?  What would the farmers want to happen?  What would Hogarth want to do?  Why do they feel different about the Iron Man? 

Today I would like you to write one paragraph detailing what you think should happen to the Iron Man and giving reasons why.  You may be able to pick out bits from the text to help support your opinion. 

When you have finished your ideas, you can watch Chapter 3 and see what happens next.  

Please compare the story with your ideas.  Were they similar? 

Wednesday 20th January 

Listen to Chapter 4 

Today we are going to look at using art and making poetry.  We are going to look at something called ‘blackout poetry’.  You can see examples of this at 

https://www.lynnereeder.com/blackout-poetry.html#

But here is a photo to give you an idea.  So you look at a page of text and pick out some great words.  Ideally these words may be linked.  

Underline these words in pencil gently first, sometimes you may have two words such as frightened faces

Pick out about 5 or 6 good words or phrases.  

When you are happy with your words draw a box around them in black.  

Now you can use the rest of the page to make a robot related or dragon related picture.  Colouring over the rest of the text so your chosen words stand out. 

If you don’t have a printer,  or you fancy doing it a different way.  You could draw a robot or dragon picture then add your words to the picture before you colour it in.  

Try to stick to just black and white pictures so that your text stands out.  

Thursday 21st January 

Listen again to Chapter 4 or read the text. 

What do you think about the space bat angel dragon?  What kind of character do you think he is? 

If you have an adult working with you, you could try a bit of role play.  I would like you to play the part of the space bat angel dragon and you adult to be a reporter from a local newspaper.

See if you can answer these questions in role as the space bat angel dragon.  Try to give really detailed answers using your imagination to add extra details.  

Where have you come from?  What was it like there? 

Why have you come down to Earth?

How do you feel about the way people have treated you? 

When will you go back?

When you have had a think and a practise, please write the answer to each question above.
