The global pattern of biomes is contfrolled by climate. Around the world, climate varies. For
example, in some places it is hot and dry but in other places it can be hot with lots of rain. This
variation in climate produces all the different biomes around the world. The diagram below shows
how some of the climate regions are created. For example, at the equator, it says that moist air
rises to create lots of rain, and near the north pole it says that cold, dry air falls, which creates dry
conditions.
