From simple sentences to evocative writing

· Choose a sentence.
· Expand it to make it evocative (stimulates feelings) 
· Think what feeling you want it to evoke (anger, fear, worry, excitement, peace, contentment, calm...)
· What joining words (conjunctions) might you use? 
· What strong verbs or adjectives will help you create feelings?

The ship sailed away from the island.
Six enormous birds were wheeling above the waves.
The tide was coming in fast covering the sand.
There was only a lone seal swimming along the coast. 
The waves were beating against the bottom of the tall cliffs. 
A line of sailing boats appeared on the horizon.  
The tip of the whale’s tail disappeared into the water.
The dolphins leapt and dived across the bay.
The great ship finally sank below the waves.

Example: The towering waves, some larger than a house, were beating with the violent anger of an omnipotent sea-god against the foot of the cliffs, more than two hundred metres below the ledge on which they stood
