Characteristics of Effective Learning: Active learning – children concentrate and keep on trying when they encounter difficulties and enjoy their achievements
vocabulary – words are fundamental to accessing the curriculum and for rich communication
resilience and perseverance – children learn that mistakes are valuable; the power of ‘yet’; the satisfaction that comes from overcoming challenges.
concentration – we know that successful people learn to tune out distractions and maintain concentration
memory skills – we teach ways to retain and recall knowledge and embed this skill in our planned curriculum
	Our curriculum helps our children explore their understanding of their place in the world.
