	Resources needed

	1
	To be able to describe the Five Pillars. To be able to give a detailed description on the first Pillar of Islam.
	Ask the children if they have heard of the five pillars of Islam. Relate this to the ten commandments. Discuss briefly the five pillars. Ensure the children know that Allah is the name of God, and that Muhammad was his messenger. After saying his name say peace be upon him. Tell the children about the Shahadah.  
	To explain the first Pillar (Shahadah) in detail. Groups who are struggling will have clues provided to help scaffold the description. 
	Shahadah PowerPoint and worksheet. Both of these are on the SharePoint. 

	2
	To understand, and be able to explain, the different types of prayer.
	Recap last lesson. Go over the five pillars again. This week we are focussing on Pillar 2. Salah. Discuss the number of times Muslim pray a day, what times this occurs and the names of each prayer. How do Muslims prepare to pray? 
	To describe the actions that make up Muslim prayer.
To describe what Du’a and Jummah prayer are.
To explain how Shi’a and Sunni Muslims pray differently
	Islamic prayer cards, information sheet and task sheet. 

	3
	To understand, and be able to explain, the different types of 
Islamic charity. 
	Recap last week. Remind the children of the five pillars. This week we will focus on Pillar 3 – Zakat. This is about looking after each other and charity. Ask the children if they can think of any charities their parents donate to or that they have heard of. Why do people donate to charities? 
	To describe why charity is important in Islam.
To describe the different types of charity in Islam.
To explain why zakat is important in Islam.
	The problems of poverty sheet. Islamic charity information sheets and task sheets. 

	4
	To be able to explain what Sawm is and why it is important. 
	Recap last week. Remind the children of the five pillars. This week we will focus on Pillar 4 – Sawm. This is about Ramadan and fasting. Ask the children if Christians have a similar thing. Link into Lent. Discuss why Muslims fast. 
	I can describe what happens during Ramadan.
I can explain why this is important to Muslims.
I can consider how Muslims feel about Sawm.
	

	5
	To understand and be able to explain what happens during the Hajj
	Recap last week. Remind the children of the five pillars. This week we will focus on Pillar 5 – Hajj. Discuss what a pilgrimage is and why people do this. Explain that other religions also have pilgrimages. Explain the Hajj and discuss why this is important. 
	To describe what a pilgrimage is.
To describe the events of the Hajj. 
To explain why this pilgrimage happens.
	

	6
	To explain how all of the five pillars are important.



	Recap the last five weeks quickly reminding the children about all of the 5 pillars. Discuss with the children if any of these would be difficult to carry out at certain times. 
	Write a short essay summarising the five pillars and explain which ones may be harder to complete depending on circumstances.
