	Children’s outcome
(Learning or task)
	Resources needed

	1
	In 1066, who was the rightful heir to the throne?
	Read about Edward the Confessor and the succession crisis that occurred after he died without a son. (Note that the monarchy did not automatically pass to the oldest son at this point, but no heir made succession more complex).
Ask pupils to complete the ‘find it’ question. 
In pupils in pairs to discuss the question of succession and whether Edward failed as a King in not leaving an heir. 
Reflect on prior learning and think about other succession crises pupils have learnt about (after Julius Caesar). 
Read the claims of Harold Godwinson, William and Harald Hardrada. 
Note that two of the claimants did not come from and were not living in England. Make the connection with the Viking topic in terms of Harald Hardrada’s claim from Norway. 


	The events leading up to and during the Battle of Hastings. The different claims to the throne. 
Pupils to decide which claimant they consider to be strongest and complete the sentence starter. 
Share different responses as a class. Praise pupils who give specific reasons to support their claimant

	In what ways was Edward I a ‘great and terrible’ King?
	Read about Edward’s early life and his marriage to Eleanor (show painting on Slide 6). Ask children what they think about Edward becoming betrothed at 14?
Look at the statue of Edward before reading ‘Prince of Wales’ section of the booklet. What does it tell you about what kind of King Edward was? (Slide 7)
· Ask pupils to complete the question. Expected Response: he was the last Welsh leader of Wales. Make a connection with Wales now – part of United Kingdom and close to England in terms of governance. Tell the story / read the extract of Edward’s battles against Scotland, the capturing of the Stone of Scone, as well as the resistance and rebellion from William Wallace and Robert Bruce (who would go on to be king of Scotland). (Slide 10).

	In what ways was Richard 111 good and bad. 
	Recap with the children about succession. Show the children Richard in one minute – discuss the facts about Richard 111. Read the fact sheet and information sheet. 
	Know what led up to the Battle of Bosworth and who was involved. 
Children to write biography of Richard 111. 
	

	4
	To know how the Tudor dynasty started. 
	Recap last week about Richard 111. Show the PowerPoints about Henry v11 and the Battle of Bosworth field. Discuss about succession again. Children to complete the two reading comprehensions regarding Henry and the Battle of Bosworth Field. 
	Know the reasons for the Battle of Bosworth and by what right Henry v11 came to the throne. 
	

	5
	To know why Henry VIII initiated the Reformation.
	Check what pupils already know about Henry VIII by a quick pair task. 
Share that he is probably the most famous King in English history. 
Read the introductory paragraph. 
Ask pupils to complete the task (answers on Slide 6).
Read the section on Martin Luther (Slide 7) as a class. 
Note that this happened while Henry was the King. 
Ask pupils in pairs to brainstorm why this might be relevant? 
Elicit that it brought another option in terms of pursuing Christianity to Catholicism and the influence of the Pope.
Read the section of text on the English Reformation as a class (Slide 8). 
Ask pupils to complete the question – “Why was Henry named Defender of the Faith”. Point out that for a time the relationship was very positive. 
Connect the role of the Pope here with the role they played with previous Kings – Henry II, all the way back to the Vikings. The Pope was very powerful and this was not always popular in England, especially with the King. 
	The changes in Europe around religion in this period. The factors influencing Henry’s desire to break with Rome.

	Was Elizabeth I ‘weak and feeble’?
	Read the section ‘religious turmoil’ and discuss with students the ongoing conflict tension between Catholicism and Protestantism following Henry’s Reformation.
Use the images of the different monarchs (Slide 6) to explain the succession from Henry to Elizabeth.
Pupils to plot a time-line using the dates each of the four were in power. Model if required.
Read the section about Elizabeth in power.
Emphasise that Mary Queen of Scots and Mary I are two different people. Pupils discuss Q2. Make sure that they identify that her attitude and policy changed through her reign.
Read the section about the Spanish Armada (Slide 7). 
Play this video which tells the story of the Spanish Armada: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=5-vyDB_y_RE
All pupils together read the quote from Elizabeth. Reflect on the quote in the context of her being a woman in a man’s world – forced to say that she is like a Queen. Emphasise that it was a different age and that her leadership was all the more impressive for that. Might explain why she chose not to marry.

· 5 To know why Henry VIII initiated the Reformation.
· 6 To know what the Spanish Armada was. 

	Notes
	· These will be the Key Substantive Knowledge or Key Facts  the children will learn by the end of the topic. 
· They are not everything from the topic knowledge organiser.
· Teachers can initially choose which facts to take from the knowledge organiser. 
· There does not need to be exactly 5 facts per topic!
· Key knowledge can be planned into each week at the discretion of the teacher. For example, 3 key facts may be embedded over two weeks then in week 3 revisited and further key facts introduced.
· Key knowledge will be integral to end of topic assessment.
· A separate document containing all key knowledge and facts for topics will be produced for staff to reference when revisiting to embed previous topic work covered.
