	To understand and be able to explain how a mosque is designed and what it is used for.
	Recap the Islamic topic from last term. What can the children remember? Ask the children where they could worship. Show the mosque PowerPoint. To aid with understanding give the children the information sheet. Go through any misunderstandings. The children complete the diagram activity sheet.
	To label the main features of a mosque.
To explain how a mosque is used.
To consider the importance of places of worship in Islam

	To learn about the mosque and its importance to individuals and the community.
	Recap last week’s lesson. To give some understanding ask the children what things they would see in a church. Show the children the PowerPoint on Muslim Mosques. Discuss similarities and differences between churches and mosques. The children to then describe the differences between mosques around the world. Name the special objects found within mosques and list rules on how to behave in a mosque.
	I can describe similarities and differences between a variety of mosques which exist throughout the world.
I can name and describe the significance of special objects found within mosques.  
I can explain why a mosque is an important place for many people by describing what happens there.
I can talk about other places where Muslims can worship.  
I can list rules for how to behave in a mosque.

	To learn about the revelation of the Quran to Muhammad. 
	Recap the last lesson. What can the children remember? Go through the PowerPoint. Make sure there are no misunderstandings. Children to complete the activity sheet. 
	Name the prophet who had the Quran revealed to them. Know where the revelations came from.

	To know what the Quran is.
	Recap the last lesson. Discuss with the children about a holy book for Christians – 
The Bible. Ask them what does the bible consist of. Show the Quran PowerPoint. Children to complete the activity sheet.

	To find out about Muslim beliefs.
	Recap the lesson. To make a link to Christianity ask the children what do Christians believe. Watch the PowerPoint about Muslim beliefs. Check for understanding. Children to write what Muslim beliefs are.

	To know the story of Prophet Muhammad’s (peace and blessings be upon him) birth and childhood.

	Recap the last lesson. Ask the children what they have learnt in the topic for this half term. What can they remember about the prophet? Show the PowerPoint. Discuss what they remember. The children then write down all of the information they can remember about Muhammad. 
	I can recall the story of the birth of Prophet Muhammad (peace and blessings be upon him).
I can briefly explain the story of Abraha.
I can list some names of the Prophet Muhammad's (peace and blessings be upon him) family members.
I can explain some events of the Prophet Muhammad's (peace and blessings be upon him) childhood.

	Notes
	· These will be the Key Substantive Knowledge or Key Facts  the children will learn by the end of the topic. 
· They are not everything from the topic knowledge organiser.
· Teachers can initially choose which facts to take from the knowledge organiser. 
· There does not need to be exactly 5 facts per topic!
· Key knowledge can be planned into each week at the discretion of the teacher. For example, 3 key facts may be embedded over two weeks then in week 3 revisited and further key facts introduced.
· Key knowledge will be integral to end of topic assessment.
· A separate document containing all key knowledge and facts for topics will be produced for staff to reference when revisiting to embed previous topic work covered.
