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Rosa Parks

Early Life - born 4th February 1913 in Alabama.
Lived with mother, brother and grandparents in Montgomery

Working Life - became a seamstress
Famous event - 1st December 1955, finished work got bus home. Segregated
buses. 3rd stop all white seats full - driver ordered the black people to move.
3 black people moved - Rosa refused.

Police called - arrested taken to police station.
President of the NAACP, Edgar Nixon, went to police station paid her bail.

Later found guily and fined 10 dollars.

Following events - Rosa was already an activist had been a member of the
Mongomery branch of the NAACP for some time - (she was their secretary)
Parks and Nixon made a plan to end segregation on buses. Made leaflets telling

people to boycott the buses
Boycott lasted 13 months - bus companies lost money - challenged laws in court
Supreme Court ruled that segregation on buses was illegal.

Continued activism for many years - awarded medals from the president
Died aged 92 in 2005 - day of funeral - front seats on buses empty with black ribbo
